Following critical acclaim at the Edinburgh Fringe 2005 and Battersea Arts Centre 2006 for their show Yesterday Was a Weird Day: Reflections on July 7th, Look Left Look Right present The Caravan.

Last summer was the wettest British summer on record. Severe flooding across the UK brought misery to hundreds of thousands of people by destroying homes and some livelihoods, cutting off access to drinking water, and causing major disruption to travel routes. As a result of the ensuing chaos, over 2000 households are still living in caravans a year later. 

After months of research and interviews, Look Left Look Right present an array of fascinating memories and moving accounts from those people worst affected. These interviews are re-enacted by actors, word for word, alongside visual and audio footage. Intimately performed in a caravan parked at the Pleasance Courtyard, the result is a unique and vivid form of documentary theatre. 

In order to allow people to get behind the staged production, the audience is invited to listen to and read the full interviews inside the caravan. This exhibition space will include photos and documents donated by interviewees, and a specially commissioned sound installation. As a fluid interactive project, there is also an opportunity for the public to contribute by recording their own thoughts on the floods. These contributions will feed into the development of the piece.

Look Left Look Right will be donating profits from this production to the Red Cross UK Emergency Diaster Fund.
